The following Resolution 2019-16 regarding conducting a solar power feasibility study at the
Water Treatment Plant was proposed by Trustee Katsanis who moved its adoption and seconded
by Trustee Farone:

WHEREAS, the land area next to the Water Treatment Plant was designated to produce
solar power under the original plan. However, the Developer TESLA declined to implement it
due to high interconnection costs.

WHEREAS, the cost of solar energy storage and panels has reduced over time.
Therefore, Larsen Engineers has proposed to conduct a feasibility study to evaluate a combined
solar and battery storage system to reduce the energy cost. This could be achieved by reducing
the demand charges by operating the short term peak loads powered by stored solar power, and
assure that grid-connected power to be within the existing line capacity.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Albion is approving a solar power
feasibility study to be conducted to enable the generation of solar power, with all of the costs,
including engineering to be part of the power rates resulting in the long term cost savings.
